
INDEPENDENCE DAY
	 This isn’t going to be pretty.

July 4, Independence Day, is 
supposed to be a happy time of 
celebration, and especially for ap-
preciation that we are Americans, 
“with liberty and justice for all”, as 
our pledge states.  But there are 
dark forces at work these days, 
forces trying to shred our country 
and rip it from the 
foundation of liberty 
and justice for all.
